Each Wednesday afternoon during the school year, our church 

halls are filled with the sounds of children playing, eating, and 

most importantly, learning about God.  By now, you have proba-

bly heard us talk about Faithweaver Friends.  You have seen no-

tices for it in the Methogram and have heard people requesting 

volunteers to help support this program.  You may even have 

joined us for our weekly dinner, served each Wednesday night at 

5:30 p.m.  But what IS Faithweaver Friends? 
 

This is a once-a-week, after school program that is open to chil-

dren from age 3 through the 5th grade.  At the same time each 

week, we also offer Junior Connections, which is a junior high 

group  for youth from 6th to 8th grade.  Our First United Method-

ist drivers pick up the kids from Silsbee schools and bring them to 

the church for an afternoon of snacks, skits, crafts, games and fun 

based on our weekly “Bible Point”  Our focus is to help the chil-

dren develop their personal relationship with Jesus and with other 

Christian friends.   
 

When the children arrive at the church, they are checked-in.  We 

ask that when parents arrive for parent pick up, they sigh the chil-

dren out.  We also offer a family dinner each week, which all chil-

dren and their parents are invited to attend.
